® For new features use development
version (currently 10.2)

® [or security issues and serious bugs use
earliest supported version (currently 5.5)

e Reviewer may retarget contribution for a
different version
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J Coding style

e MariaDB server core mostly follows
MySQL Coding Guidelines

® Most plugins have their own coding style

e Following coding style is nice for small
changes, but is very important for big
contributions

J Before submitting pull request

e Make sure it compiles
e Make sure all tests pass

cd mysql-test ; ./mtr --force --parallel=4 --mem
